Daniel Southwell - SET, COSTUME, & PUPPET DESIGNER

Alice trained as an actress at York University's TFTV department and as a puppeteer
at the prestigious Curious School of Puppetry under the likes of Sarah Wright, Rene
Baker, and Mervyn Millar. Alice is currently performing several of Little Angel
Theatre's small-scale touring shows including Story of Stories, Masterchef Mo and the
Missing Cake, Puppets in Peril and The Imagination Train. She is also Senior Workshop
Producer for Little Angel Theatre, and has worked professionally as an actor and
facilitator within theatre for young audiences for companies including Little Angel
Theatre, Polka Theatre, Play Phonics and as a project coordinator for
Punchdrunk Enrichment.

Charlotte is a London-based director, writer and performer, specialising in puppetry.

After graduating from East 15, Charlotte co-founded Moth Physical Theatre, and
spent 5 years directing and devising original puppetry shows and workshops for
families. With Moth Charlotte has directed and devised the productions, Wild Wilma,
Meet the Real EastEnders (in association with Museum of London), Rolo's Museum,
Jack, Jill and the Landfill (in association with Barnsley Civic and ARC, Stockton Arts
Centre). 

Over the last two years at Little Angel Theatre, Charlotte has creatively contributed
to the touring suitcase shows, Masterchef Mo and the Missing Cake, Puppets in Peril,
and The Imagination Train, which she wrote and directed. Charlotte is currently
Associate Director of Finding Santa at Midlands Arts Centre, after a successful run at
Bloomsbury Theatre last year.

Dan is a puppet maker and designer. His practice is led by a love of drawing,
doodles, and scribbles, leading the way to a discovery of characters and stories.

Theatre/Polka Theatre), The Smartest Giant in Town (UK Tour), Twirlywoos LIVE (UK
Tour), In the Night Garden LIVE (UK Tour).

Zara is a twice PRS awarded composer, writer, lyricist, orchestrator musical director,
and live performance artist. Credits include: Persephone, Bertie and Reach for The Stars
(Little Angel Theatre); 24 Day and The Key Worker’s Cycle (Almeida Theatre); FLOMO
(Shortlisted for BBC Culture in Quarantine award); Cinderella (Oxford Playhouse,
nominated for best MD in The Great British Panto Awards). Zara has multiple works
in development including children’s musical Flew, audio-musical radio drama Moving
Water, and chamber musicals In These Walls, and In Versions. She is also working on
her return to the cabaret circuit. Zara has spent over twenty-five years working
extensively in music and theatre education where she specialised in major large-
scale devising and performance projects both in the UK and internationally.

Sherry has been lighting shows in the US and UK since graduating with a BFA in
Lighting Design from the University of Miami. Shows for Little Angel Theatre
include There May Be A Castle, The Singing Mermaid, WOW! It’s Night-time, Prince
Charming, The Flying Bath, Out of This World, The Bed, The Pixie and the Pudding,
Bugaboo, Finding Santa, The Smartest Giant, I Want My Hat Back Trilogy, Miniature
Traveling Circus, Perspehone, and Charlie Cook's Favourite Book. Other shows include:
Operation Mincemeat (New Diorama Theatre) *KOI nominated 2019*, Frankenstein
(Battersea Arts Centre) *KOI winner 2019*."
